o * Tofind out what the humidity is.
Get aruler, hold it up in theair, lined up with a Jet contraill, Make surethat it'sat the
Start or at the End of the contrail.
After you have done so. move the messuring stick up the contrail.
In other words mesure the Contrail, By 12"
For Example: 12" + 12" + 12" + 12" =48" Sothat would be 12" 4 times, times 10
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S0 4x10 = 40 and so on.
If the conrail is58" long than that would be 12" + 12" + 12" + 12" + 6" =53"
That would be calculated as 4.5 like 10 = 45 = 45% RH
